4. Objetivos de aprendizagem (conhecimentos, aptiddes e competéncias a desenvolver pelos estudantes)

4.1. Objetivos de aprendizagem

A unidade curricular pretende apresentar e discutir 0s mais importantes conceitos, principios, mecanismos, praticas,
politicas e estruturas organizativas que modelam o funcionamento da economia global. Mais especificamente, procurara:

1. Sensibilizar os alunos para a necessidade de recolha e selecédo de informacao estatistica e sua interpretacdo e também
para a importancia da documentagédo usada no comércio internacional.

2. Clarificar o conceito de globalizagéo e a forma como é usado para caracterizar a atividade econémica atual, producéo e
comeércio.

3. Explicitar as assimetrias do desenvolvimento humano e analisar as medidas para as combater e compreender outros
temas econémicos da atualidade, tais como a evolugéo cientifica e técnica, a competitividade e o desenvolvimento.

4. Proporcionar o corpo teérico e instrumental que permita entender as razées que fundamentam a existéncia do comércio
internacional, o protecionismo, 0s movimentos de integracdo econdmica e outras tendéncias atuais.

4.2. Learning outcomes of the curricular unit

This subject aims to present and discuss the most important concepts, principles, mechanisms, practices, policies and
organizational structures that shape the functioning of the global economy. More specifically, it will try:

1. To sensitise students to the need to collect, select and interpret statistical information and also for the importance of the
documentation used in international trade.

2. To clarify the concept of globalization and the way it is used to characterize the current economic activity, production and
trade.

3. To explain the asymmetries in terms of human development and analyze some measures to mitigate these asymmetries
and understand other contemporary issues like technical evolution, competitiveness and development.

4. To provide theoretical and instrumental tools that allows understanding the reasons that explain the existence of
international trade, the protectionism, the economic integration and other current trends.

6.2. Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's objectives

It is intended that the student, at the end of the semester, has strengthened its capabilities in four key areas:

1. In knowledge and understanding the fundamental economic problems faced by a society in a global world.

2. In the cognitive domain by developing analytical capacities in oral exhibitions and increasing the use of instruments of
graphic nature and / or mathematical language, applying theoretical knowledge to current issues, using data researched
and interpreting it adequately and enabling the assessment of the economic situation.

3. In terms of practical skills or professional can apply economic theory to practical issues of the real world, in the
development of critical thinking in economic subjects, in the interpretation of new situations in the light of economic
principles and in the communication of concepts and economic analysis in the workplace.

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7. Metodologias de ensino (avaliagcdo incluida)

7.1. Metodologias de ensino (avaliagdo incluida)

A metodologia de trabalho desta UC inclui a exposicdo dos conteldos pelo docente, o estudo individual pelos
estudantes, a realiza¢do de fichas formativas e um trabalho individual sobre um pais. Existem duas modalidades de
avaliacao:

1- Avaliac&o continua, que se aplica automaticamente a todos os alunos. A classificac&o final resulta da média das notas
obtidas nas varias componentes, com as respectivas ponderagdes:

A) Teste individual presencial (60%);

B) Relatério de Pais a submeter no Moodle (30%);

C) Participacao nas aulas e outros elementos de avaliacao (trabalhos individuais/grupo, exercicios) (10%).

Na avaliagéo continua é exigido um minimo de frequéncia e participagdo em 70% das aulas lecionadas.

2. - Exame final (a 100%) sobre toda a matéria lecionada. Aplica-se a todos os alunos que a prefiram ou que tenham

desistido da anterior ou que ndo tenham comparecido no teste da avaliagdo continua ou, ainda, que tenham obtido nota
Seis (6) ou inferior no teste.

7.2. Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The methodology of this course includes the exposition of the contents by the teacher, the individual study by the students,
practical exercises and individual report on a country. There are two types of assessment:

1- Continuous Assessment, by default.
The final mark is an average of the marks achieved in the various components:
A) Individual test in class (60%);
B) Country Report uploaded to the Moodle course (30%);
C) Class participation and other assessment elements (individual / group assignments, exercises) (10%).
In continuous assessment, a minimum of attendance and participation in 70% of the scheduled classes is required.
2. Final Exam (corresponding to 100% assessment) about the whole syllabus. It fits those students that prefer this

alternative or those that gave up continuous assessment or that have missed the test, or that have a mark of Six (6) ) or
lower in the test.
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8. Demonstragao da coeréncia das metodologias de ensino com 0s objetivos de aprendizagem da Unidade
Curricular

8.1. Demonstracao da coeréncia das metodologias

As aulas seguirdo as metodologias de ensino adequadas aos objetivos definidos para esta UC. Serd seguida uma
metodologia de elevado pendor pratico, onde os alunos aprenderdo sempre que possivel através da realizacdo de
exercicios praticos, ndo deixando de ser fornecidos os respetivos contelidos tedricos. As aulas teérico-praticas, além de
proporcionarem 0s conhecimentos cientificos e técnicos previstos nos objetivos inerentes a cada um dos temas do
programa, visam igualmente proporcionar uma abordagem integrada, nunca perdendo o relacionamento com outras
matérias do programa ou mesmo assuntos tratados noutras UCs. Os alunos séo estimulados a trabalhar em grupo na
resolucdo dos casos praticos que lhe sdo propostos com o objectivo de levar os alunos com maiores dificuldades a
progredir mais rapidamente na aprendizagem pelo enquadramento proporcionado por aqueles que se encontram num
nivel de conhecimento superior. A realizagdo do trabalho pratico individual estimulara a autonomia no que respeita a
pesquisa de dados e obrigara os alunos a rever conceitos e praticas ja faladas.

8.2. Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

Classes will follow teaching methodologies in order to satisfy the respective learning outcomes. The focus will be a practical
methodology through the resolution of several practical exercises in order to apply the theoretical contents. The idea is to
establish some relations between the different topics of Syllabus and some connections with other Subjects. Students are
encouraged to relate the main topics with the current economic and social problems in the global economy. Students are
also encouraged to work in teams in order to maximize the cooperation between themselves. The realization of Country
Report will allow to stimulate the autonomy by Students.
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
