4.1. Objetivos de aprendizagem

Considerando a crescente globalizacdo e o caracter internacional da actividade e mercados financeiros e o papel da
licenciatura em Finangas Empresariais, a UC Inglés Financeiro actua como ponto de partida e facilitadora de uma
comunicacao solida e fluente em lingua estrangeira, com o objectivo de suplantar possiveis barreiras linguisticas e garantir
a eficacia da interaccao verbal oral e escrita entre interlocutores internacionais. Acrescenta-se a necessidade de
reconhecer e compreender conceitos na éarea das financas. A competéncia minima na lingua franca entre dois ou mais
interlocutores pode ser determinante para 0 sucesso ou insucesso em termos financeiros em ambiente internacional. Apés
a frequéncia da unidade curricular, o aluno devera ser capaz de compreender aspectos basicos e fundamentais dentro da
sua area de actuacao e de emitir opinides e razdes, assim como exprimir-se através de um discurso inteligivel e
articulado, adaptado a realidade global do mundo financeiro.

4.2. Learning outcomes of the curricular unit

Considering the increasingly global financial markets and the role of the degree in Corporate Finance, the subject English
for Finance represents a starting point and facilitator in a solid and fluent communication in a foreign language, with the
objective of overcoming possible linguistic obstacles and guaranteeing the effectiveness of the oral and written verbal
interaction between international speakers. It should be added the need to recognize and understand financial and other
such concepts. The minimum competence in the lingua franca between two or more speakers might be determinant to the
success or failure in terms of financial interactions in an international environment. Following the successful completion of
the subject, the student should be able to understand basic but fundamental aspects within its field of knowledge and to
emit opinions and reasons, as well as to express him/herself through a simple but articulate speech adapted to the reality
of the financial world.

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6.2. Demonstration of the syllabus coherence with the curricular unit's objectives

The syllabus of the subject was conceived with the objective of enhancing the interest, and motivation of the students to the
learning of a foreign language and the understanding of the importance of a language to communicate in globalized and
international environments. It is intended to provide knowledge and specific tools that allow the students to dominate the
foreign language in which the greater part of the communication in the international context will take place as a way to
guarantee the education and training of independent and qualified professionals. The understanding and domain of
concepts in the financial area will allow for gains in the activities in which the professionals will be involved. To this end, the
points indicated in the syllabus correspond to learning steps that are intended for the students to take gradually, and are all
of extreme importance for the basic command of the English language in the specific context of Corporate Finance.

7. Metodologias de ensino (avaliagcdo incluida)

7.1. Metodologias de ensino (avaliacdo incluida)

A abordagem comunicativa, que desenvolve a competéncia comunicativa ao nivel da leitura, escrita, oralidade e
compreensao auditiva, é a principal metodologia de ensino da UC. A lingua é aprendida em contexto, considerando as
necessidades especificas do aluno, com base em tarefas e com recurso a materiais auténticos (didatizados). A UC tem
uma natureza tedrico-pratica que conjuga a aprendizagem das estruturas formais da lingua com a capacidade de
comunicar eficaz e correctamente na lingua-alvo. Os métodos directo e audiolingual também séo utilizados. Avaliagdo:1:
Avaliacao continua - compreende a participacdo dos alunos na sala de aula, testes escritos realizados na sala de aula, e
um trabalho de grupo com as ponderacdes: 1° teste(25%); 2° teste(40%); apresentacéo oral em grupo e apoio
visual(25%); participacdo em aula com assiduidade minima de 60%(10%). 2: Exame final - compreende uma prova escrita
e uma prova oral (no total 100%). Os materiais de apoio sé&o disponibilizados no Moodle.

7.2. Teaching methodologies (including evaluation)

The communicative approach, which develops communicative competence in reading, writing, speaking and listening, is
the main teaching methodology of the course. The language is learnt in context, taking into account the specific needs of
the student, through interaction between students, based on tasks and using authentic (didactic) materials. The course is
theoretical and practical in nature, combining the learning of formal language structures with the ability to communicate
effectively and correctly in the target language. Direct and audio-lingual methods are also used. Assessment: 1:
Continuous assessment - includes student participation in the classroom, written tests taken in the classroom and a group
assignment weighted as follows: 1st test(25%); 2nd test(40%); group presentation and visual support(25%); class
participation with minimum attendance of 60%(10%). 2: Final exam - comprises a written test and an oral test (totalling
100%). Support materials are available on Moodle.

8.1. Demonstracdo da coeréncia das metodologias

Considerando as caracteristicas especificas de uma unidade curricular como Inglés Financeiro e o facto de funcionar num
regime tedrico-pratico, acredita-se que um ambiente propicio a aprendizagem de uma lingua estrangeira sobretudo para
fins especificos inclui a transmiss@o de conhecimentos intermédios e intermédios-avangados em termos de vocabulario e
gramatica da lingua em causa. E fundamental motivar os alunos para a compreensio e aprendizagem da matéria e
fazé-los compreender o papel que a bem-sucedida comunica¢do numa lingua veiculo significa no contexto de financas
empresariais. Pretende-se adoptar um sistema de avaliagcdo continua que inclua momentos de avaliacéo individual e em
grupo que permita uma objectiva afericdo dos conhecimentos dos alunos. A opcao pela realizacdo da unidade curricular
através de exame final é possivel, mas ndo se sugere como forma primordial visto a avaliagéo continua ter j& dado provas
de beneficiar o processo de aprendizagem do aluno.
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8.2. Demonstration of the coherence between the teaching methodologies and the learning outcomes

Taking into consideration the specific characteristics of a subject such as English for Finance and the fact that it will be both
a theoretical and practical subject, it is believed that the appropriate environment for the learning of a foreign language
especially for specific purposes includes the transmission of knowledge at an intermediate and intermediate-advanced
levels in terms of vocabulary and grammar of the given language. It is fundamental to motivate students for the
understanding and learning of the subject and make them understand the role that a successful communication in a
vehicular language means in the context of corporate finance. We intend to adopt a system of continuous evaluation that
includes moments of individual evaluation and moments of group evaluation that allow an objective measurement of the
students' knowledge. The option for the taking of the subject through final exam is possible, but it is not recommend as
primary way of evaluation as it has been proven that the continuous evaluation is beneficial for the learning process of the
student.
